# Modification hearings are not required in the tracks, but they can be motioned for by any party to ask the court to
consider issues that do not require a review or permanency planning hearing pursuant to 7B-906.1. If attorneys for the
parties, guardian ad litem, and attorney advocate have been released, they shall be reappointed.

+ The only parties in Voluntary Foster Care Placements with Young Adult Hearings will be DSS and the young adult. Young
adults who turn 18 while in the care of DSS are eligible to enter into a Voluntary Foster Care Placement Agreement with
DSS from age 18-21.
